Academic Performance

Coursework is consistent with solid

The applicant has demonstrated 
leadership in outreach, organizations, 
advocacy and/or activities aimed at 
supporting JEDI AND how their 
personal background and experience 
shaped their interests and decision to 
pursue a graduate degree, including 
familial, educational, cultural, economic, 
or social experiences.  The applicant 
demonstrates the potential to bring to 
one’s academic career the critical 
perspective that comes from a non-
traditional educational background or 
one’s understanding of the experiences 
of groups historically underrepresented 
in higher education.

The applicant has participated in 
outreach, organizations, advocacy 
and/or activities aimed at supporting 
JEDI AND/OR contributes to another 
type of justice, diversity, equity, or 
inclusion in the areas of translational 
medicine, healthcare, bioengineering or 
STEM.

Realistic Self-Appraisal

Applicant delineates strengths and 
weaknesses; evidence of effort on self-
development as demonstrated through 
accomplishments, 
life/academic/professional trajectory, 
and/or LORs

Trouble identifying strengths and 
weaknesses but seeks feedback

Over or understates abilities; little 
evidence of self-assessment

Initiative and Leadership
Application provides evidence that the 
applicant seeks out or acts on 
opportunities AND takes leadership

Application provides evidence that the 
applicant consistently seeks out or acts 
on opportunities OR takes leadership

Application provides little to no 
evidence of the applicant seeking out 
and taking advantage of opportunities 
AND the applicant does not have a 
record of leadership

Persistence and 
Resilience

Application clearly describes the 
applicant’s ability to successfully 
overcome obstacles and/or failure

Application provides a basic description 
of the applicant overcoming challenges 
and/or failure

Application does not make any 
reference to how the applicant 
navigates obstacles or failure

Letters of 
Recommendation

LORs provide strong examples of 
impact and strengths, and highlight 
how/why app would be a good fit for 
MTM; highlight how/why app would be a 
good fit for MTM; Communicates strong 
potential

LORs are clearly supportive and 
communicate potential for success in 
grad study, but specific examples of 
potential for success in grad study and 
examples of strengths or fit are lacking 
or less impactful

LORs are brief, feel rushed, or 
otherwise demonstrate underwhelming 
support
